The Rev. Dr. Maria E. Erling is Professor of Modern Church History and Global Missions at 
Gettysburg Seminary with a special focus on American Lutheranism and the various ways that mis-
sion has been understood in the history of the church. In her teaching she makes frequent use of 
historical landscapes like the Gettysburg battle�eld as well as artifacts and manuscripts to connect 
events of the past with themes that continue to shape the present.  

The Rev. Dr. Kristin Johnston Largen is Associate Professor of Systematic Theology at 
Gettysburg Seminary and editor of Dialog: A Journal of Theology. She teaches a variety of theologi-
cal loci courses, with a particular focus on soteriology. She also teaches comparative theology, and 
specializes in Buddhism and Hinduism. She is committed to the training of public theologians at 
Gettysburg Seminary, and believes strongly in the relevance of systematic theology both to one’s 
public ministry and to one’s personal faith life.

Dr. Allen Guelzo is the Henry R. Luce Professor of the Civil War Era and a professor of history at  
Gettysburg College. Guelzo’s essays, reviews and articles have appeared in publications ranging 
from the American Historical Review and Wilson Quarterly to newspapers such as the Philadelphia 
Inquirer and Wall Street Journal. In 2000, his book Abraham Lincoln: Redeemer President won both 
the Lincoln Prize and the Abraham Lincoln Institute Prize. He did it again in 2005 with Lincoln’s 
Emancipation Proclamation: The End of Slavery in America, making him the �rst double Lincoln Lau-
reate in the history of both prizes. 

Linda Hartke has served as CEO of Lutheran Immigration and Refugee Service (LIRS) since 2010. 
She brings decades of national and international experience in human rights advocacy to her 
current leadership role. Hartke’s vision is for LIRS is to be a catalyst of creating communities where 
newcomers can thrive. 

The Rev. Dr. Nelson T. Strobert just concluded 25 years of teaching Christian Education at 
Gettysburg Seminary, having served as Professor of Christian Education in the Paulssen-Hale Chair 
of Church and Society and Director of Multicultural Programs. He is the author of the new biogra-
phy Daniel Alexander Payne: The Venerable Preceptor of the African Methodist Episcopal Church.
